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	CURRENT INITIATIVES:
· Internally, reporting about student learning outcomes occurs at all levels:  across the institution, across programs and within programs.

· At the end of the academic year, each academic and administrative unit submits an end-of-year summary of their assessment initiatives which includes the results of those assessment and how that information will be used going forward.  These individual reports are then summarized and shared with all units, thus facilitating the sharing of ideas and strategies across the university. This summary report excerpts some of the ‘best practice’ examples of varied assessment methods used across the institution in addition to the assessment results. The report is distributed to all unit heads.
· At the annual retreat of the President’s Cabinet, a representative of the Office of IR and Assessment shares information on the overall university compliance rate on Unit Action Plans (UAPs) submissions.  Each Vice President is then asked to confer with those units within their area that area not in compliance.  The overall alignment of the individual UAPs submitted with the university Business Plan is also reviewed.  

· The university’s Board of Trustees is kept abreast of reporting on student learning outcomes via bi-annual reports from the chief academic officer.  

· Student outcome data is shared across programs via the Dean’s Council.  The Council meets weekly and includes the six deans of the schools within the university as well as the chief academic officer.

· Information on student outcomes is shared in a variety of ways within programs, some more structured than others.  In some instances, multi-section courses have course coordinators that help ensure that assessment are completed in comparable ways and that the information is analyzed and used in designing courses for the subsequent semester or academic year.  In other instances, information is shared more informally.  All programs must share such information in the completion of the program review that are required every five years.

· In relation to external constituents, Stevenson University is in compliance with federal guidelines.  The main page of the Stevenson University website includes a link to Consumer Information (http://apps.stevenson.edu/consumerInfo/) from which information on institution and program accreditations, student retention and graduation rates can be easily located.  



2010-2012 INITIATIVES:
